3-month Internship Cost Analysis

Transportation: Free - The Pucusana Project Van

Boarding: Free – Prado Apartments (right next to the Wallace home)
One of our partner ministries graciously provides all costs associated with the apartment rental. 

FOOD: in soles
Breakfast is usually eggs, bread, and fruit. All these things are cheap and easily available in Pucusana. The estimated daily cost would be S/5. (x 90 days = S/450)

Lunch is the main meal every day. You can eat out or make a meal 
(15-25 soles x 90 days = S/1,350-2,250) 

Dinner is what you make it. You can eat out or make another meal. Peruvians usually have small dinners, but it’s all up to you. (10-20 soles x 90 days = S/900-1,800)

** If you think you’ll eat out a lot, add to your budget. The team will most likely eat out at least once a week. The average meal at a restaurant in Peru is S/15-25.

Total: S/450 breakfasts + $/2,250 lunches + S/1,800 dinners = S/4,500 soles. 
S/4,500 divided by the current 3.7 exchange rate = around $1,216.20 for food for three months.
